* We will step through each part of the
Process:

— Change store sales site information
— Create product categories

— Search for and add product codes
— Tallor other detalls of your site

— Re-run build model, test, deploy



Step 1 — Store Information

= =

Change description,
search key words,
and Page Header

name
These items in RED are %

the web address for your site, and the Amazon seller ID.
You can quickly test with just these values for now — but for your
actual website — you need to change these to your own values

Tip: use Microsoft Word, graphic text and images to make your logo, then cut and
paste into Microsoft Paint and save as JPG or GIF image.



Step 2 — Your Store Detalls

Tabs are the

top menu options
for your site. Put
whatever labels
you want.

Items in RED you will definitely want to change.

Featured links are other websites you want to advertise from your store site,
such as friends site, or other sites (e.g. Web Ring site).



Step 3 — Content Topic Areas

Change each category
to match the type of
products you are
selling.

Add gift ideas and
features.

You can delete or add
items as needed.

Tip: highlight any
Category box by clicking
on it — then press
Ctrl+D keys to duplicate



Step 4 — Store Front Page

< = Set number of items per
display page. Max is 10.

= = Red items appear on
front page of store.

You need to know the
Amazon product code
for each one. We’'ll
show you how to find
those next.

The “Note” is just a
reminder for you what
the item is.

Run a website search, and then pick the codes shown
here. Type these codes into the Item boxes. Make sure
the code is correct and do not add blank spaces when typing!



Step 5 — Category ltems

Step 10 — Deploy to Web

Change Deployment mode to “Build website”, and re-run “Build” operation.

You can test your site by clicking on the index.ntml file that is generated.
